On the Fourth Sunday of Easter, the Acts of the Apostles
shows us Paul and Barnabas and the turmoil they faced.
The Gentiles were delighted with the good news of Jesus
and but the Jews were angry and expelled them from their
territory. In a brief, but powerful story from John's Gospel,
Jesus offers comfort to those who follow him: “My sheep
hear my voice; | know them, and they follow me."

“Whoever believes in me
believes not only in me but also in the one who sent me,
and whoever sees me sees the one who sent me." "From
now on | am telling you before it happens, so that when it
happens you may believe that | AM." “Do not let your
hearts be troubled." “I am the way and the truth and the
life. No one comes to the Father except through me.” "If
you ask anything of me in my name, | will do it.”
